To say | have read and heard each of Amy-Jill Levin’s selections of Jesus’
short stories 67 times would be an understatement. | thought | had them down cold. As | ploddingly
chewed on each morsel this winter | tasted the truths in each mouthful through a whole new culinary
window. Some | resisted because of the unfamiliar flavorings. Some were reminiscent of my favorite
meals from childhood. Some were bitter in my mouth with what seemed like foreign spices or odd
proportions. | suspended judgment and bit-by-bit began digesting Dr. Levine’s theological feast.
