"The Art Book" is one of my favorite books of all time. It was the first (that I know of) to use the new



format of placing artists' names alphabetically rather than chronologically or in historical periods, or

according to "art movements." In the old format, you would see similar works of art all together. In

this new format (now being copied in various books), the alphabetical listing of artists' names gives

an almost "shocking", or even better, more enlightening effect where you might see a Medieval or

Renaissance work on one page, then on the facing page would be a dazzling 1930's German

Expressionist work. (I just made up that example, but it's close to the reality of what you will

experience.) This is NOT just a "coffee table" book. It is, rather, a book that you will return to over

the years and love, and loan to friends. Enjoy!!
